The Premier’s Reading Challenge is a State Government initiative that encourages children to read a variety of good quality
literature over a period of time. Chisholm has participated in this initiative for many years and will continue to do so in 2023.

Students must complete a set amount of reading to meet the Challenge, as shown in
the table below:

To experience a book, a child can listen to the book, participate in a shared reading of
the book or read part or all of the book independently. Our school library has many of
the books on the PRC lists and these books can be easily identified by the coloured
PRC sticker on the spine. Students can also access PRC books on the SORA eLibrary
app, which they have an account for.

K-2 Parents:

K-2 students will be doing this reading challenge in class, as part of their Literacy, and guided reading sessions.
All K-2 Reading Records will be registered, entered and validated at school by Mrs Lark.
There is no need to register your K-2 child. This note is for your information only.

3-6 Parents:

For children in Years 3-6, all Student Reading Records are submitted online at home. Each child will be given a username and
password once they have been registered , so that you can enter this data electronically.

All students entering and successfully completing the Premier's Reading Challenge will receive an official PRC certificate.  To
successfully complete the Challenge, students must have their online reading record entered and validated by Friday 18
August 2023. All Reading Records will be validated at school by Mrs Lark.
